Arum lily Winter/Spring Cream Slender cone-shaped flower with a long yellow stamen. 
Calla Lilly Summer Yellow, gold, pink, terracotta, purple Very large, cone-shaped thick petalled flower with thick stem 

Cattleya orchid All Year White, lavender, bi-colours Large flower with two oval-shaped and three pointed petals with a cone-
shaped throat 

Cymbidium orchid Autumn/Winter/Early Spring White, cream, pink, green, brown, lilac and 
bi-colours Thick, waxy flowers with five pointed petals and a curly edge at the centre 

Daffodill Winter/Spring Yellow, cream and bi-colours Small flowers with mid-length stems 

Daisy Chrysanthemum All Year White, cream, yellow, orange, purple, red, 
salmon, burgundy, lilac and green Tall, multi-bloom flowers with flat centre surrounded by petals 

Dutch Iris All Year Lilac, blue, white, yellow Long stalks with large petals, two of which droop down 

English Lavender Summer Lilac, blue Sweet scented with elegant form. The average flower head has six to ten whole 
buds stretched along the stem beneath the main head. 

Freesia Winter/Spring White, yellow, red, purple, mauve Small fragrant flower with multiple blooms 

French Lavender Winter/Spring Lilac, blue Largest lavender variety with finely toothed fernlike gray-green leaves and 
rosemary like scent

White, cream, yellow, pink, red, burgundy, 
orange, gold, some with contrasting 
centres 

A giant version of the common daisy 

Green goddess lily Winter/Spring Green A unique calla lilly with white centres flushed with green and broad green tips 
Baby’s Breath All Year White, very pale pink Bunches of tiny, delicate, ball-like flowers 

Hyacinth Winter/Spring/Some all Year White, blue, pink, cream, purple Short, heavy flower with multiple star-shaped flowers on the stem. Extremely 
fragrant 

November Lillies Spring/Summer/Autumn White Long, slender buds with a pointed tip that opens in a star shaped bloom of six 
large petals 

Oriental lilies All Year White, gream, pink Exotic looking star-shaped flowers with long slender stamen surrounded by five 
smaller offshoots 

Peony Mid Spring, Early Summer White, pale and deep pinks Large, rose-like bloom on a strong stem 
Phalaenopsis Orchid All Year White, lilac, purple Also known as moth orchids due to their shape. Multiple orchids on a stem. 

Roses All Year White, cream, all shades of pink, yellow, 
gold, red, salmon, lilac, bi-colours 

Small to large in size, slight to strong fragrance, some boast full blooms while 
others don’t open fully. Tineke is the most popular white rose 

Stephanotis Summer Pure white Small, white trumpet shaped flowers 

Tulip Autumn, Winter, Spring White, cream pink, orange, red, purple and
